Important Park “Phase I” Updates!

The Fort Worth Parks and Community Services Department (FWPACS) have provided
a conceptual Master Plan that can be viewed on Chapel Creek’swebsite. During the
first community meeting held on June 1st, residents provided feedback for Phase I
development of the Trail Ridge Estates Park. Currently, CCNA available funds for the
Trail Ridge Estate Park approximate $100,000, which can be allocated across as
many amenities as the CCNA Park Committee and Parks Department choose for
Phase I development of the area. Phase I is to include concrete walking paths and
benches throughout the mid-section of our parkland and playground equipment for
the lower section of parkland. These Phase I amenities are valued above the
available funds we currently have, so if any of our residents would be willing to
make a donation to help fund park development, the CCNA welcome ANY amount!
If you are not currently a CCNA member and are willing to donate $25 or more to
our Park Fund, you will receive a free one year membership with your donation! An
overview of the Phase I proposal is available on our website, along with meeting
minutes.

Several residents within the Chapel Creek area have received letters recently along
with a royalty check from Chesapeake Energy. The check is for their current royalty
from shares of production at Faith CommunityLeaseH1, however, in the letter
Chesapeake is expressing an interest in acquiring additional mineral rights in the
Barnett Shale. This inquiry is a lead-in attempt to purchase the property owner’s
mineral interest. Residents must understand that selling their mineral rights is
usually not in their best interest, and may subject their private property rights to
control by Chesapeake or another future buyer of the mineral interest. In Texas,
the mineral right is the dominant right, and with it gives the mineral owner rights to
speak over the right of the surface owner. This is NOT a position that benefits any
property owner! Also, the long-term financial gain from royalties and control of the
mineral interest as an asset with the property will usually be more beneficial from a
profit standpoint.
There are companies in the Energy Industry that actively mislead many mineral
owners with such mailings and sometimes other land companies have also offered
to purchase mineral interests. Some land companies have even sent checks that
people have mistaken for royalty payment and when cashed, resulted in the sale of
their mineral rights. This has not happened in our neighborhood that we are aware
of yet. A royalty check will always state that it is a royalty payment and should be
accompanied by a Divisional Order statement that explains the payment period and
details of the lease.

Redistricting to help balance representation
following unprecedented growth
The 2010 Census saw Fort Worth’s population grow by
more than 200,000 people (38.6 percent) to make it the
fastest-growing large city in Texas. Far from even
growth, the population boom was concentrated largely
in three districts — District 2 with 121 percent growth,
and districts 6 and 7, both with roughly 50 percent
growth. Council Districts 2 & 7 are currently too large.
Though the average population of each of the eight
existing City Council districts is 92,000, three districts
have populations well above that number and several
fall far below —a problem City officials will address
through redistricting. A public meeting will be held on
Monday, August 1, at 6:30pm at Southcliff Baptist
Church, 4100 SW Loop 820 at Granbury Road.
